ePlease be aware that the tree run course poses more dangers than general slopes due to standing trees, terrain, and snow

conditions, and ski at your own risk.

e The tree run course is an area of your own responsibility. There are no patrols during or after business hours, so please

refrain from using it alone.

e When joining the general course, give priority to skiers ahead of you and take steps to avoid danger, such as stopping if

necessary.

eWhen the Tree Run course is "no skiing", the Tree Run course becomes a "no skiing area" and if you enter, your lift ticket

will be confiscated.

oThe ski resort will not be held responsible for any injuries or accidents that occur on the tree run course.
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e If rescue operations are carried out on "tree run courses,
relevant costs will be charged to the parties involved.

o[f rescue cooperation is requested by the police or fire department, rescue costs will also be charged.
